1 hope yoeu received the iLetter in which I was confirming my desire for
a short break in Kettering..Yes your suggestion was very good and weare
waiting for nother word from therep

Meanwhiie you must be busy preparing for the Pope's visit to pritain,
It is a blessing to the worlid filled with grief and wlkeping ¢ snould be
a sympbol of ' courage, hope and growtn in raitn',

Tam also extremely pusy at the moment preparing for tne trirst visit of
pur new Apostolic Adminstartor, it i1s a famiiiarization pastoral vist to
tne suifering refugees in our camp,He 1s coming down tommorrow,

I will write again as soon as he gets out of hnere, As usual,apart from

the abundant blessings,notning mucin I expect fro tnis new Peter,
Let us Keep 1n toucn ,.God bless vpu ai (]
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Canon John,in my last letter did I share to you about our March 2010 shocking
story of a Massive disaster of mud -land slides in which hundreds of people
were buried dead in mud and rubble ! Other 30,000 and over, were left homeless.
This horrifying story was in the Eastern and Western ( our areas ) part s of
Uganda,

Further on, I hope I mentioned how I was appointed to a committee called
"National NGOs Relief and Rescue Committee ",.We are members picked fro m many
different NGOs as well as Govt, officials, The committee is mandated +t make
plans and to monitor Programmes that are attempting to help the survi¥ing victims
come to terms with the predicamant., We meet once a week and I help out to lead
prayers as well as monitoring the proper utility of the donated items,
surprisingly,apart from yself, the rest are members of other denominations,like
Protestants,Pentecostals and muslim league,

So far a lot has been put in place especially by many different donors to create

new settlement camps and to rehabilitate the victims from the trauma,
